GUIDELINES FOR CANDIDATE’S SELF-STATEMENT SUMMARY OF ACTIVITIES

A faculty member who is eligible for advancement or for whom an appraisal review is to be held is asked to provide to his Chair an informal essay summarizing the important aspects of his work.  The essay should provide information which is not listed in the SER and should explain candidate’s philosophy of teaching, construction of new courses, the nature of collaborative research, etc.  Attach a copy of any Sabbatical Leave Report for leave(s) taken since your last review.
